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The American Kennel Club Celebrates the Dogs of Our Founding Fathers this
Independence Day

From George Washington’s Foxhounds to Thomas Jefferson’s Briards, purebred pups are as all-American
as apple pie. To celebrate the Fourth of July and the New York City return of Meet the Breeds™ - the
world’s largest gathering of dogs and cats — the American Kennel Club® (AKC®) celebrates the dogs
owned by our founding fathers.

Meet the Breeds™ -- hosted by the AKC and Cat Fanciers’ Association® (CFA) and sponsored by Pet
Partners, Inc. will get under way this October 16th and 17th at the Jacob Javits Center.

Founding Fathers Famous Canine Companions

George Washington was not only the father of our nation, but the father of the American Foxhound. In
1770 Washington imported a number of hounds from England and in 1785, he received a number of
French Foxhounds from the Marquis de Lafayette. These hounds, carefully bred and maintained by
Washington, are the founders of today’s American Foxhound. More than 30 hounds were listed in
Washington’s journals including "Drunkard," "Tipler" and "Tipsy."

John Adams and wife Abigail also used their sense of humor in the naming of one of their dogs, who they
called "Satan." While "Satan" more than likely had a lot of unfocused energy, "Juno" (their other dog)
captured the heart of Abigail. In one letter to her granddaughter Abigail wrote of "Juno," "as if you love me
proverbially, you must love my dog." However, no such writing exists for the aptly named "Satan." No
records exist identifying either dog’s breed, so it is likely they were mixed breeds. Today, both could have
participated in the AKC Canine Partners program. Perhaps "Satan" could have turned into an angel if his
energy were redirected into one of the companion events such as AKC Rally®, Obedience or Agility open
to AKC Canine Partners enrollees.

Benjamin Franklin’s son’s Newfoundland dog made quite an impression on one friend who wrote
Franklin saying, "nothing shall tempt me to forget your Newfoundland dog." This was during his time in
Paris as America’s first ambassador there. Thomas Jefferson, another founding father, would later
replace Franklin.

Thomas Jefferson became interested in Briards while serving as minister to France. He returned to the
United States with a pregnant female named "Buzzy" who whelped two pups while crossing the Atlantic,
thus starting his breeding program. Lafayette also sent Jefferson two Briards to help protect his sheep. If
alive today, Jefferson would have most likely been a proponent of AKC Companion Animal Recovery,
(AKC CAR) a not-for-profit 24/7 pet recovery service, for having come out publicly for the enactment of a
law "requiring every dog to wear a collar." Additionally, Jefferson improved the quality of the Briard, and
often left pairs with other landowners, including James Madison who housed two dogs briefly on his
Montpelier estate in Virginia before sending them to a friend who lived in Washington, D.C.

While it appears none of the founding fathers owned cats other great leaders throughout American history
did welcome furry felines into their homes, among them Abraham Lincoln and the first White House cat,
"Tabby," Theodore Roosevelt’s cats "Tom Quartz" and "Slippers"” and John F. Kennedy’s daughter’s cat
"Tom Kitten."

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— Three Breeds Gain Full AKC Recognition —

The American Kennel Club® (AKC®) is pleased to welcome the Cane Corso, Icelandic Sheepdog and
Leonberger as the 165th, 166th, and 167th AKC recognized breeds. The Icelandic Sheepdog will join
the Herding Group while both the Cane Corso and Leonberger will join the Working Group. The new
breeds became eligible for AKC registration on June 1, 2010 and are eligible for competition in their
respective groups at conformation shows held on and after June 30, 2010.

"These three diverse breeds all share rich and unique histories and a dedicated group of fanciers in the
United States," said AKC Spokesperson, Lisa Peterson. "We are delighted to grant them full AKC
recognition and watch as each breed continues to thrive and grow."

The Cane Corso is a muscular and large-boned breed and is
distinguished by his noble, majestic and powerful presence. One of two
native Italian "mastiff type" dogs that descended from the Roman canis
Pugnaces, the Cane Corso was and continues to be a property
watchdog and hunter of difficult game such as wild boar. Intelligent, the
Cane Corso is easily trained, and affectionate to his owner while loving
with children and family.

Playful, friendly and inquisitive, the Icelandic Sheepdog is a hardy and agile dog.
Slightly under medium size with prick ears and a curled tail, the breed has two coat
types, long and short, and happens to be Iceland’s only native dog. The Icelandic
Sheepdog adapted its working style to Iceland’s local terrain and farming
techniques since its arrival to the country in AD 874 — 930. This adaption made the
breed indispensable to the Icelandic people. Today, the Icelandic Sheepdog is
increasing in popularity, and while still small in numbers, is no longer close to
extinction.

Despite its lion-like looks and large size, the Leonberger is
actually quite light on its feet and graceful in motion. A calm,
non—aggressive breed, the Leonberger was originally bred as
a family, farm and draft dog. Today the breed excels as a
multi—purpose working dog but the most important task is
being a reliable family companion. In fact, Leonbergers are
often called the "nanny" dog because of their affinity for
children. Interestingly enough, they have been featured on
stamps in European countries as well.

Breeds that wish to begin the road to full AKC recognition must be recorded with an accepted registry.
The AKC Foundation Stock Service® (FSS®) is the AKC's recording service for purebred breeds that
are not yet eligible for AKC registration. After a breed has been in FSS the recognition process begins
with a written request to compete in the Miscellaneous Class from a National Breed Club. While there is
no established timetable for adding new breeds, dogs typically compete in the Miscellaneous Class for
one to three years.

Sample veterinarian Letter

of the AKC ad hoc Delegates' Legislative Committee, June 2010. NAIA appreciates the opportunity to provide
it to pet lovers who visit our site. Please use it!

Dear Dr.

As a concerned pet owner, | am extremely worried that in just a few short years, | will no longer be able to enjoy life with my
pets. Under the guise of “animal welfare,” animal rights groups are systematically chipping away my right to own pets and
enjoy the human-animal bond.

There is a huge difference between Animal Welfare and Animal Rights.

Animal Welfare is a philosophy that advocates that people who keep and utilize animals have a moral responsibility to
assure their well-being, and to protect them from abuse and unnecessary suffering. Animal Rights is a philosophy that
advocates animals should be viewed as legal persons, not property, and that they should not be used in any way.

Groups such as PETA (People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals) and HSUS (Humane Society of the United States, no
direct affiliation with local humane societies) conduct major political lobbying at the state and federal levels and spend
millions of dollars annually to promote their agenda and to elect candidates that favor their agenda. That agenda, while
couched in terms of animal welfare, is, in many cases, designed to restrict and eliminate a pet owner’s right to own animals.

Eliminating the right to own pets will severely affect your veterinary practice...

Animal Rights organizations spend millions of dollars a year lobbying politicians.  Breed restrictions, early spay and
neuter, crop and dock bans, are all examples of legislation which limits and eliminates pet ownership, community by
community, state by state. These groups feel pet ownership, livestock, food animals, hunting, medical research, zoos,
circuses, rodeos, horse shows, dog shows, cat shows, bird shows, guide dogs, service dogs, police dogs, and search and
rescue dogs are all “exploitation” of animals and attempt to end them. They also chip away at the rights of pet owners and
their veterinarians to determine the proper veterinary treatment of their pets’ health and welfare.

Laws banning ear cropping, tail docking, debarking, declawing, or enforcing early spay and neuter protocols attempt to
dictate how you practice medicine. These are surgical procedures that should be decided on a medical case by case basis
in the best interest of the animal patient, between you, the veterinarian, and me, the pet owner - not a politician.

| believe that veterinary medical decisions should be made by veterinarians and pet owners, not by politicians...

Animal Rights groups encourage politicians to enact both drastic and seemingly insignificant changes to current legislation.
They play to our emotional, not factual based decisions.

The “owner” vs. “guardian” issue is a perfect example. While on the surface, replacing the term “owner” with “guardian” in
legislation seems to be innocuous, kind-hearted, and a gentler term to use, in reality, it takes away a pet owner’s property
rights to own, breed, and even provide veterinary care for their pet. Once a pet owner is deemed a “guardian,” it opens the
door for third parties to step in, on behalf of the pet, and override decisions made on behalf of the pet, including veterinary
care.




Imagine having to get permission from not only the pet owner, but a third party “guardian” whenever you recommend a
medical procedure. Imagine having your medical protocol questioned in the local courts when a “guardian” decides to
intercede and files an injunction on behalf of the pet to prohibit your recommended course of treatment.

Continuing to allow Animal Rights groups to influence local legislation is harmful to our rights as pet owners and your rights
to determine how you practice veterinary medicine.

This directly affects your ability to both practice veterinary medicine and earn a living. Without a pet population,
veterinary medicine would be severely limited, if not totally destroyed.

As a veterinarian, and a respected member of our community, your involvement is crucial in the fight against anti-pet
legislation.

Two great sources of information on how to battle this type of legislation are the NAIA (National Animal Interest Alliance)
and the American Kennel Club.

The NAIA (Www.haiaonline.orQ) is an association of business, agricultural, scientific, and recreational interests

dedicated to promoting animal welfare, supporting responsible animal use, and strengthening the bond between humans
and animals. Their members are pet owners, dog and cat clubs, obedience clubs, and rescue groups, as well as breeders,
trainers, veterinarians, research scientists, farmers, fishermen, hunters, and wildlife biologists. Through the NAIA and the
NAIA Trust (WWW.Naiatrust.org) whose mission is to promote the welfare of animals, strengthen the human-animal

bond and safeguard the rights of responsible animal owners, enthusiasts and professionals through education, legislation
and the courts. Their websites are filled with facts, figures, and sample talking points to help you become an expert
advocate.

The American Kennel Club (AKC) Government Relations Department (Www.akc.orq/canine quislation) is
dedicated to protecting the rights of all dog owners, recognizing that advocacy works best when those who are directly
affected by the legislation take the lead in working with policymakers. With 125 years of experience in the study and
welfare of dogs, the AKC is a leading expert on responsible dog ownership, care, well-being, and public policy issues that
pertain to dog ownership. The primary role of the AKC in the area of canine public policy is educational and informational.
There is a wealth of information available to you to support the fight against anti-dog legislation.

Animal Rights legislation affects all of us that love our pets. Not only does it affect the pet owner, but the pet industry as a
whole, including veterinary medicine, groomers, trainers, pet stores, and breeders.

We can'’t let the benefits of the human and animal bond be taken away from us. We must all work together to preserve our
life with animals. As pet owners, we rely on you, our veterinarian, to be there for our pets’ medical needs, and to counsel
us on their health and well-being. We are already engaged in this battle with the Animal Rights groups. We need your
help!

Grass roots efforts at the local level are what win the battles against this type legislation. Get involved. Go to your city or
county commission meetings. Facts and figures coming from you, the veterinarian, create far greater impact than from pet
owners alone. After all, most city commissioners, county commissioners, and legislators own pets, and trust their
veterinarian. You are the expert on veterinary care. They will listen to you.
